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SPORTS PHILATELISTS, AMERICAN TOPICAL
TO MEET AT TEXPEX 05

Dallas, Texas — Sports Philatelists International (SPI) and the American Topical
Association (ATA) will hold meetings at TEXPEX to be held from April 8-10, 2005 at the
Doubletree Hotel Near the Galleria (LBJ Freeway at Midway Road.)
